Hurrah! Great news! When [ filled up my car's gas tank yesterday, | paid an all-time record $3.41 a gallon, and experts are predicting
that gasoline prices may soon reach $4 a gallon. | can't wait!

I'm not kidding. | am more convinced than ever that unless gasoline prices rise above $4 a gallon, there won't be a nationwide uproar
strong enough to force Washington to get serious about reducing the U.S. suicidal dependence on foreign oil.

Barring $4-a-gallon gasoline prices, America will not get serious about reducing toxic emissions that worsen global warming, and will
continue to fund corrupt Middle Eastern kingdoms that deny basic civil rights to women and fund Islamic fundamentalist schools, some
of which preach violence against innocent "infidels" in the name of Allah.

And, closer to home, without $4 a gallon gasoline, Washington will most likely continue filling the pockets of oil-rich tropical autocrats.

Venezuela's narcissist-Leninist President Hugo Chavez is a perfect example of U.S. oil-funded radicalism. When he was first elected in
1998 and oil prices were at $9 a barrel, Chavez was ridiculing critics who speculated that he would become a radical leftist. "Me, a
Communist?" he asked reporters.

Today, with oil prices at more than $62 a barrel, Chavez ends his speeches proclaiming "Socialism or Death!" He claims that the United
States is "the cruelest, most terrible, most cynical, most murderous empire that has existed.” And he chaperones Iranian Holocaust-
denying President Mahmoud Ahmadinejad throughout Latin America.

Granted, the Bush administration will tell you that it is doing a lot to reduce America's oil consumption. In his recent State of the Union
address, Bush laid plans to reduce U.S. gasoline usage by 20 percent over the next 10 years, among other things by increasing the
supply of alternative fuels such as ethanol.

But Bush, a Texas oilman at heart, and the U.S. Congress, not immune to the car lobby, are far too timid in attacking the U.S. foreign oil
addiction.

On Monday, the U.S. Energy Department announced that gasoline prices hit a national record of $3.05 a gallon, because of bottlenecks
in U.S. refineries. At the Miami Beach Shell station where | filled up my tank, regular gasoline was $3.41; Plus gasoline was $3.60 a
gallon.

Judging from U.S. Energy Information Administration figures, the long-term picture is bleak: based on current trends, Americans will
continue buying SUVs, Hummers and ever-growing cars, and U.S. dependence on foreign oil will increase. Consider:

« While light trucks and SUVs accounted for 19 percent of all vehicles sold in the United States in 1975, the percentage grew to 50
percent by 2005. By 2015, light trucks and SUVs are projected to account for 52 percent of all new U.S. car sales, according to EIA
projections.



« U.S. imports of foreign oil have soared from 35 percent of total U.S. oil consumption in 1973 to 60 percent of total U.S. oil
consumption in 2006, according to the EIA.

"Overall imports of oil are going to increase, as we consume more petroleum,” Jonathan Cogan, a spokesman for the EIA, told me in a
telephone interview Wednesday.

My opinion: This is insane! | have nothing against you buying a light truck or an SUV if you are a soccer mom with quintuplets, a
concert bass player, or a rancher in Montana.

But when | see these ever-growing vehicles driving through Miami -- where | have yet to find a hill, let alone a mountain -- with just one
person inside, carrying nothing, | can only conclude that America deserves the foreign oil-rich despots that are causing so much
trouble.

As long as America doesn't get serious about reducing oil consumption, petro-dictators will grow stronger, and there will be more of
them. So when | see $3.41 gas prices, | say: "Bravo!" The sooner we get to $4, the better!

The converted VW Beetle has run easily at 45 miles  per hour, and it is built to run at highway speeds, while
operating costs are 3-5 cents a mile.

Mic McGuire’s 1971 Volkswagen bug doesn’t sport any flowers or peace symbols but, like its
predecessors from the '60s and '70s, it's a protest of war and a paean of sorts to environmental
stewardship.

The VW, newly transformed into an electric vehicle, has become McGuire’s daily ride.

It wasn’t always the snappy-colored standout it has become. It looked a little forlorn and rusty when
Tom Hicks gave it to McGuire to transform.

McGuire’s top talents, however, lie in music and ministry. Consequently, he called on a handful of
mechanically inclined friends to help remove the car’s old gasoline engine and replace it with an
electric motor kit and nine 8-volt batteries.

Tony and Rhonda Tollette allowed him to use their garage for the duration. There, the group of
friends hammered out the dents, installed new carpet, headliner, seat covers, tires, lights, brakes and
gave it a final paint job.

"The paint job is the combination of our creative juices, but mostly it's Tony’s work," McGuire said of
the vibrant yellow car with its black fender skirts and "450 amps" trim. "Tony helped enormously on
the project.”

Mic McGuire's electric VW beetle runs on nine 8-volt batteries. Frank Harbaugh and Gary Thompson,
both automotive professionals, lent their skills, too. A few months and a few thousand dollars later, it
was finished.

McGuire has enjoyed the learning process, the conversation and camaraderie of the pros who
helped, and the personal satisfaction of finishing the job.

"There were lots of doubters," he said. "I'm as glad that it works as anybody else."

The VW has run easily at 45 miles per hour, and it is built to run at highway speeds, though he has
yet to try them. The record high speed for an electric car is 247 miles per hour, he said.

The operating cost is about 3 to 5 cents per mile in any traffic, approximately half the cost of
operating a traditional car, according to 2006 figures based on a gasoline cost of $1.50 per gallon.
And that does not include an estimated $400 to $600 for annual maintenance costs of a gas engine.



All'in all, the modified VW is a bargain, economically and ecologically.

"It made its debut on Earth Day here at the church,” said McGuire, who is pastor of Grace United
Methodist Church.

To him, it was a fitting initiation. The VW'’s modification was an expression of McGuire’s faith, applied
in both the secular and sacred worlds.

He has a one-word initial answer for people who ask why he switched from gasoline to battery power:
Iraq.

"That was my simple answer,” McGuire said. "I agree with the president that we are addicted to oil,
and | disagree that we’re not there trying to protect our oil."

McGuire is convinced that the nation’s addiction to oil lies at the root of the U.S.’s war against Iraq,
and as a Christian, he cannot condone killing, especially not to satisfy an addiction.

"How do we fight addiction?" he asked rhetorically. "We quit using that which we’re addicted to."
But there’s more to McGuire’s answer than a national appetite for oil.

"More than that, it's also taking care of the environment," he said. "This car ... produces no
emissions, it produces no pollutants. Yet at the same time | am aware the electricity that | do use is
generated by other resources that do cause pollution.”

Still, the electric VW uses less energy and causes less pollution than gas-powered cars, and that’s
important to McGuire for several reasons.

"l think that we are to be good stewards of the earth’s resources, not just how much we use them, but
how much we overuse them," he said. "More important to me, am | being a good steward of God’s
resources? ... If we had just the in-town driving being done in electric cars, people would save an
enormous amount of money and pollution."

Switching to electric motors in New York City, for example, would drastically reduce emissions and
engine noises that pollute.

Electric vehicles use no power when they are not accelerating, and that in itself would be
monumentally significant in the stop-and-go traffic jams of larger cities, he said.

"l didn’t want to ... play like I'm trying to save the world," McGuire said. "But at the same time, | don’t
want to sit idly by and do nothing."
