EVAOSD 
members are showing their cars across Southern 
California (from Santa Barbara to Chula Vista) while 
educating the public about the benefits of electric 
vehicles by demonstrating that clean transportation is 
available, affordable and fun to drive.

Motorcars canceled our tour due to an overwhelming 
response and while CARB tried to kill the EV all over 
again. I do not make this stuff up; but I will make an 

effort to sort through all of this in the San Diego Area

During our April EVAOSD Meeting we will have a 
presentation form Whistler Rhoads about an EV Parts 
business that he purchased and is moving to the San 
Diego Region.  KTA is a prominent leader for EV parts 
and with the move to our area we will be able to get our 
parts without much of the time and cost for shipping. 
We have not been able to talk about KTA while the sale 
was in escrow but now we will be able to discuss what 
is being planned.

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San Diego EV News & Review: 
During our March EVAOSD meeting and thanks 
to Gabriella Weeks, 57 attendees signed a letter to 
the Governor & CARB Chairwoman regarding 
the ZEV Program revision meeting to be held 2 
days later. I was able to fax the letter and 
signatures to them the day before the meeting. 
Unfortunately CARB’s decision seems to have 
been made before the official hearing and I 
suspect before our letter was written. In summary 
CARB heard testimony during the day and gave 
the impression that they would reject staff’s 
recommendation to cut the weakened from 1990 
to 2003 ZEV Mandate by 90% and only cut the 
lowered “ZEV (now called) Program” by 70%. 
The last 5 minutes of the CARB meeting was 
scripted and did seem to have been carefully 
planned before hand.  With board member Dr. 
Spreling’s notes suddenly flashed on the screen as 
he was shuffling through papers to begin 
discussing his thoughts; the decision had 
obviously to me had already been cast in stone 
and not ESP from the audio/visual operator that 
was sitting across the room. So we are once again 
reminded that if we want an EV it is up to each of 
us to find a way to build it. Perhaps a few EVs 
will be built but as individuals you would have a 
better chance winning the lottery. There was 
encouragement for more plug-in hybrids and of 
course Fool Sales. But I believe that the only 
thing certain will be higher gasoline prices and 
vaporizing of the promised vaporware which is 
being promised by manufactures to be available in 
2010.

The torque constant 
is around 9 Nm/A. One of these wheels will move a 
3,000 pound car.
