Luckily some organizations, like the EAA and EVAOSD,   

overcome that stereotype by trying to look at the greater  

good and involve themselves in helping others while at the 

same time furthering knowledge in all areas of Electric 

Vehicles.   Thank goodness for folks like Bill and Lisa 

Hammons, Russ Lemon, Mr. Q and many, many others for 

all their efforts.  We should also feel lucky that we live at a 

time when all things ñEVò are at a ñTipping Pointò and there 

will be a great deal of interest from the general public in the 

immediate future.

A 

recent study from ñBrandIntelò, a provider of market 

intelligence, found that consumers really care about GREEN 

Issues when they align with their own economic interests.    

For the report, BrandIntel tracked more than 2 million raw 

search results on the Internet.  ñOur research suggests that 

consumers are voicing concerns about green issues almost 

exclusively in the context of their personal economics----

green is good, but itôs most potent when it aligns with the 

consumerôs wallet, ñ said Alan Dean, vice president of 

research at BrandIntel.   ñConsumers are also quick to see 

which auto manufacturers have credibility creating 

GreenVehicles and which manufacturers put in ñjust enough 

effortò to appear green.  ñ 

Among the reports KEY findings: 

¶ More than 80% of consumer discussions focused 

on FUEL economy. 

¶ Automakers not in support of new Corporate 

Average Fuel Economy (CAFÉ) standards are 

viewed more negatively by consumers. 

¶ Toyota, Honda, Mercedes and Volkswagen have 

green credibility due to their hybrid vehicle 

offerings.  Conversely, discussion around GM, 

Chevrolet, Ford and Chrysler brands reveals that 

consumers do not perceive these manufacturers to 

have green credibility due to their large truck and 

SUV fleets.   

 

Advocates of Electric Vehicles must keep these traits in mind 

as we pursue the different areas of E V promotion.     Big 

Auto and Big Oil have learned these lessons long ago and 

use them to their maximum benefit. The message they send 

through the media is to ñmaintain the status quoò which 

actually promotes  stagnation.   So, we should be proud 

tosupport and be a part of an organization that maintains a 

ñcontrary viewpointò to the ñmedia machineò and sends a 

more hopeful message.    There is an alternative!   We have 

a great story to tell that promotes positive progress, can help 

solve many of our current problems and would bring 

improvements for everyone!
